HISTORY OF RODEO QUEENS
(Excerpt from MRC website)

Rodeo competition began 140 years ago, after the end of the Civil War, when cowboys drove large herds of
cattle to market and would challenge each other to see who could be the best at riding, roping or working with
cattle. Rodeos and Wild West shows were frequently performed for entertainment from 1890-1910. Women
have been involved in various capacities, from working with cattle on the ranch to enjoying competition and
demonstrating their skills for the public. Even before there was an organized Queen’s contest, pretty girls
presented ribbons and trophies at the various events surrounding the rodeo, fulfilling the role of Rodeo Queen.
In the past 50 years, pageants have evolved to become prestigious scholarship programs. The pinnacle in
Rodeo Queen Competition is Miss Rodeo America — the young lady who serves as an official spokesperson for
the sport of professional rodeo. And Miss Rodeo Colorado is the First Lady of professional rodeo for the
Centennial State.
